Currently the day and a half class is scheduled, for June 5-6 at the Civic
Center in Killeen. If you are interested in the Director position you

will be required to be certified  within six weeks of filling the position.
Because this is a national directive , the chapter will help defer the cost

of this class. This seminar and certification is required for leading a
GWRRA chapter.
