GWRRA has a seminar and manual devoted to team riding, which includes the following:

Planning a team ride, preparation before the team ride begins, team riding techniques and procedures,
team management, being a good team member, team separation, formation, solo riders, enter  -ing traf-
fic, passing traffic, lane changes, stopping at a traffic light, stopping at a stop sign, turning at an intersec-
tion, narrowing high -way, hills, curves, change of speed, obstacle, parked cars, entering a parking lot,
being informed, C.B. radios, transmitting, voice techniques, malfunctioning C.B., courtesy and emergen-
cies.
