How to Avoid Road Hazards on a Motorcycle

To operate a motorcycle safely, the rider must watch for and avoid hazards on the road and those that may enter
the path of the rider is travelling in. A variety of objects commonly confronted on roadways, while not a big deal to a
car or truck, can cause a motorcycle to slide and/or crash. Loose gravel, wet leaves, tire remnants (road gators) and
dead animals (road kill) are good examples. By increasing familiarity with common hazards and high risk areas
where they occur and by maximizing field of vision and attentiveness, riders can substantially diminish the risk of ac-
cidents. Here are some tips to ride safe:

1) Try to plan trips to avoid heavy traffic whenever possible. Choose lesser traveled routes where field of vision is
open and unobstructed. Back country roads are great for the scenic beauty but create their own set of hazards.

2) Maintain a safe following distance by remaining at least two seconds behind every vehicle that you follow. In-
crease the distance if you cannot see thru or around the vehicle.

3) Survey the road constantly, looking left and right at least every 10-15 seconds and plan escape routes in your
mi nd. Keeping asking yourself dAwhat ifé?b0d

4) Anticipate hazards such as small children playing near the street, animals and approaching vehicles. Increase
lateral distance when approaching such objects.

5) Make mental notes of hazards (large potholes) confronted while driving or riding in vehicles other than your
motorcycle so that you can anticipate and avoid them when later riding on the same road.

Tips & Warnings

e Certain hazards can be associated with certain roads. Tire debris, for example, is common on Interstate high-
ways. Animal carcasses are less common on Interstates, but frequently seen on secondary rural roads. Become fa-
miliar with these trends.

e In addition to watching the roadway itself, pay attention to the actions of other motorists. Watch the front wheels
of the vehicle that will give you a very good sense of the direction the vehicles is going. Also if a vehicle ahead of you
swerves or veers to the side, chances are that a hazard is present. Be prepared to take evasive action if needed.

e NEVER tailgate another vehicle.

e Heavy traffic creates several perils for motorcyclists. Try not to ride in a vehicles blind spot. While riding in heavy
traffic, keep your thumb on the horn button and donoét

e Rainy conditions decrease tire traction and creates road hazards for motorcycles. Give extra distance for stop-
ping.

Watch for loose gravel at intersections, particularly those in rural and suburban areas.
